Month of Remembrance of Dear Departed:   When 
November comes, we turn our attention in a special way 
to those who have gone before us. We loved them in 
life, we love them in death, and we’ll love them into 
eternal life. As you know, life is not ended in death but 
only changed. Even as the seed has to die in order to 
bring forth new life, all our lives when they end in death 
come back to life because we are destined for eternity. 
We are mortal only in the sense of our life on earth, but 
we are immortal in the sense of our life with God. It is 
our belief that we the “Church Militant” (those of us in 
this world promoting good and fighting evil) can really 
help the “Church Suffering” (those going through a 
process of purification after death) through our love and 
prayers. When they become the “Church Triumphant,” 
(inheriting the eternal life with God in heaven) they who 
will be close to God can intercede for us who are in “this 
valley of tears.” In other words, all these traditional 
theological terms express a simple truth: that life 
continues after death, love is everlasting because God 
is love. Our human love is purified and perfected by 
God’s love because all our love has God’s love as its 
origin and destination. This month of November, as we 
specially remember the dear departed, as we pray for 
them in a very special, even emotional, way, as we visit 
their graves and place flowers over them, let our hearts 
keep chanting this simple prayer: “Eternal rest grant 
unto them, O Lord, and let perpetual light shine 
upon them. May they rest in peace. Amen. May their 
souls and the souls of all the faithful departed 
through the mercy of God rest in peace. Amen.”

Stay awake, for you know neither the day nor the hour. 
— Matthew 25:13 
 
EXPECTING THE UNEXPECTED 
 If it ever crossed your mind that Jesus was 
somewhat lacking in a sense of humor, today’s Gospel 
should belie any such notion. Jesus’ story of the five 
wise and five foolish bridesmaids is downright hilarious. 
The circumstances of the story were surely familiar to 
Jesus’ listeners, just as they are—if we think about it—
to us. Weddings never, ever start on time. There’s 
always a delay. Buttons pop off at the last minute. 
Flowers wilt. Cars full of wedding guests get caught in 
traffic. Soloists contract laryngitis. Brides or grooms or 
priests show up late! So the only reasonable way to 
approach a wedding is with a sense of humor, to realize 
that something probably will go awry, and, when that 
happens, to smile about it. 
 Jesus tells this funny story to encourage us to be 
watchful, yes; to be ready, yes. But he doesn’t tell it to 
make us dour and somber. The heavy-hearted tremble, 
waver, lose sight of their place and purpose, and fall 
asleep. The lighthearted know that the unexpected will 
happen—is bound to happen—so they are awake in 
their place and ready in their purpose when it comes.
